  Even though the nights are long, Christmas is my favorite time of year.  I love the music (yes I 
  listen to Christmas music on the radio.  Better yet, I have a Christmas music app on my    
  phone),  I love the lights, I have fond memories of Christmas and love the thought of family   
  coming together to celebrate the incarnation of God on Christmas morning.

to remind them of the baby they cannot have.  
 
This year we are adding a new worship service on December 12th at 2:30 p.m. called “Blue Christmas” that 
honors the grief many people feel this time of year.  We will meet in the sanctuary and provide a welcoming space for 
the array of emotions and a place where it is okay not to be okay.  The service will include dedications, candles,  
scripture, some music, and a time of prayer and healing that gives voice to the longing and loss in our hearts.  If this 
sounds appealing to you, we hope you will find your way to this special service during the Christmas season.  We will 
also broadcast the service on Zoom. 
 
Our traditional Christmas Eve Service will be on Friday, December 24th at 7:00 p.m. in the sanctuary.  I  
confirmed this week that my son Nathaniel, a professional singer now living in Los Angeles, will be here to sing  
“O Holy Night” (this alone is enough reason to come to the service!).  We will sing carols, hear stories and scripture, 
and open our hearts to how God might come once again into our lives.  
 
On Sunday, December 26th we have a treat from the Presbytery of Plains and Peaks.  The Presbytery will be doing a 
special worship service on Zoom, and we will be able to give our wonderful tech team a Sunday off.  Thank you tech 
team and thank you Presbytery! 
 
I have been reading a lot of John O’Donohue recently.  Here is part of his Christmas Blessing: 
 
May the Angels in their beauty bless you.  
May the Angel of Awakening stir your heart 
To come alive to the eternal within you,  
To all the invitations that quietly surround you.  
May the Angel of Healing turn your wounds  
Into sources of refreshment. 
May the Angel of Wildness disturb the places 
Where your life is domesticated and safe, 
Take you to the territories of true otherness 
Where all that is awkward in you
